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1 Introduction
Thanks to the integration of ChatGPT, it is now possible to use this service to handle the 
tasks of text generation, quality assurance and localization during the production process. An 
API key must be stored on the server side by the administrator as a prerequisite for accessing 
this service. 

2 Which functions are available?
To access the functions of ChatGPT, you first need to create/open a Creator document of the 
type "D-ID" or "Richtext". If the ChatGPT function has been set up correctly, you will find the 
corresponding button in the free text fields of these content types:

(next to the "Undo / Redo” buttons). 

If you click this button , a new window will open: 
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You can enter any text, questions or keywords into the Source text field in this window. This 
input is used as the basis for the subsequent transformation by ChatGPT.

The following transformations are supported (under Task):
 Translate into document language

Produces a translation of the source text, while taking the set language style into 
consideration (see below)

 Proofread
Improves the text and changes the language style if considered necessary (see below)

 Write introduction
Creates continuous text of an introductory nature from keywords

 Create executive summary
Summarizes the essential points of the source text.

No matter which transformation you want to perform, you can use the Language Style 
dropdown menu to select the level of language ChatGPT should use, i.e. "how the text should 
sound" with the target group in mind. Here you can choose between: 

Neutral - no particular target group
Formal language - a more sophisticated tone and less familiar
Informal language - everyday language, a more youthful tone
Easy language - uses a more limited vocabulary and simple sentence structure.
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The texts generated by ChatGPT are always in the respective content language of the 
Creator document.

To create a text, fill in the Source text field accordingly, then select the desired Task and 
Language Style, and then click the Generate button. If you are happy with the result in the 
Generated text field, click the Apply button at the bottom edge of the window to copy the 
generated text into your document. Feel free to experiment with slightly different source 
texts or another language style. If you want to close the ChatGPT window without copying 
the generated text to your document, simply click Cancel.

3 How to use ChatGPT for steplists
When dealing with the Creator content type "Steplist", the ChatGPT function can be found in 
the sidebar: 

Click this button  in the sidebar.

When the button is clicked, a pop-up window appears in which you can enter a question. By 
default, the input field adopts the title of the document that is currently open.
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Enter a question into the input field.

Submit the question by clicking the button with the paper airplane icon.

After a brief wait, the reply from ChatGPT – split into individual sections – will appear. These 
sections will be transferred to the steplist as individual steps as soon as you click the Apply 
button at the bottom of the window:

Scroll down to the bottom of the window if necessary.
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Select the APPLY button.

Just like in all other Creator steplists, you can now further edit the steps – for example by 
adding additional text or images, copying the steps, rearranging them or deleting 
unnecessary steps.
